Q: WHAT DO I NEED TO _______________________ IN ORDER TO  
PREPARE FOR THE “NEW ME”?  
  

“You used to live according to selfish desires, when your life was dominated 
by them. But now you must GET RID of all these things: anger, hot temper, 
and hating others. No insults or filthy talk must ever come from your lips. And 
stop lying to each other, for you have PUT OFF your old self with its HABITS 
and you’ve PUT ON your new self.”  Colossians 3:7-10 (GNT)  
 
The Hebrew word for “RESET” is used only once in the Bible: 
 

“’The mountains may shake, and the hills may crumble, but my unfailing love 
for you will never be shaken. And my promise of peace will never change,’ 
says the Lord, who has compassion on you. ‘Oh Jerusalem, you suffering, 
storm-ravaged city needing comfort! I will rebuild you with priceless jewels 
and I will RESET your foundations with sapphires!’”  Isaiah 54:10-11 (GW)  
 
“Put your heart right. Reach out to God, and get rid of evil and wrong from 
your home. Then face the world again, firm and courageous. Then all your 
troubles will fade from your memory, like floods that are past and 
remembered no more. Your life will be brighter than sunshine at noon… and 
you will live secure and full of hope!”
