STEP 1: PURIFY
“If you keep yourself pure, you will be a utensil God for honorable use. Your life will
be clean, and you will be ready for the Master to use you for every good work.”

STEP 2: SANCTIFY
Sanctify = to dedicate for special purposes

STEP 3: SIMPLIFY
