1. IF I BRING HIM MY HURTS ____________________________ 
“When Jesus saw the crowds, his heart was filled with compassion for them 
because they were hurting and didn’t know where to get help. They were like sheep 
without a shepherd.”  Matthew 9:36 
 
Jesus: “I came here not to be served, but to serve others, and to give my life as a 
ransom for many.”  Matthew 20:28 
 

2. IF I CHOOSE TO FOLLOW HIM ________________________ 
“He leads me in the right paths for his name’s sake.”  Psalm 23:3 (NRSV) 
 
Jesus: “(The Good Shepherd) walks ahead of the sheep; and they follow him, for 
they recognize his voice.”
